If you receive any of the following your ARE entitled
to free school meals:

1. Income Support 2. Income Based Job Seekers
Allowance 3.Child Tax Credit

Funding decisions are taken on the number of children
ENTITLED ta free meals and not the number actually
eating them. Therefore, you would be helping the
school by registering your entitlement even if you do
not take up the offer of a free meal.
